A. Conference Reports

1. Eastern Conference

D. Probation

1. Alpena CC

a. Alpena CC did not complete the conference season in golf which dropped them below the five sport threshold.  They failed to finish four golfers in any of the four events.  Since this was the second consecutive year failing to complete the conference schedule in golf, the entire athletic department was put on probation

b. Frank McCourt announced that Alpena would be dropping golf and adding men’s cross country for the 2012-13 season, with the body’s permission.

c. The body voted 14-5 to remove Alpena CC from probation

d. Alpena asked the body to allow them to add cross country as a MCCAA sport, the deadline for adding sports was February 15th so the body had to vote to allow it.

e. The body voted 12-7 to allow Alpena to add men’s cross country as their fifth sport.

f. Several schools suggest Alpena also look at adding women’s cross country at the same time.

2. Wayne County Community College Districts

a. Wayne County CCD did not complete the conference season in golf which was one of the three sports they declared on the probationary status. 

b. The body voted 15-4 to allow Wayne County CCD to be relieved from probation.

3. Men’s and Women’s basketball District bids

a. The discussion of putting all four men’s and women’s basketball districts at the same site was discussed and the body voted 13-6 in favor of the concept. 

b. Four schools had bid on the district when they were going to be split.  

1. Delta College won the bid over Mott, Ancilla and Jackson by a vote of 8 to 5 to 1 to 5.

E. Ejections

1. A discussion of the NJCAA ejection policy ensued

a. It was decided that the Assignor for the sports will notify the Region Director, Athletic Directors and MCCAA Publicity Director by 10:00 AM the next day.
